Dr. Cosmo Lang, former Archbishop of Canterbur, talks about what happens to those people who believe in perpetual sleep until judgement.
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Lang: …..and no matter what is said and done, these people are within this perpetual state of sleep until such time as the trumpet shall sound, and you may ask yourself “Why does someone not sound a trumpet?” Well, the answer’s quite simple. Nobody knows how a celestial trumpet will sound. And of course these people have in their minds that it is only a time when the Almighty shows themselves will they then believe that it is time to raise from their perpetual sleep.

I myself questioned many times when I was upon the earth as to the validity of the eternal sleep. I was one of the fortunate ones who was able to realize at the time of death, that it is not a perpetual sleep. It is what I wished to be party to. One must understand that if you see that there is something greater than what you once perceived that you must try and change people’s thoughts and take away the need for them to believe that any one particular religion has the answer. 

There is not one, there is only this: that life does exist after the physical death, and that there is a greater source of power, that you may call the Almighty if you wish, but it is the same Almighty regardless of what religious belief you subscribe to. So it matters not, Dr Zammit, it only matters what you possess within yourself – that is the truth. And if you so wish to sleep in a state of perpetual readiness, then so be it, if that’s what you wish to do.
