Part of the transcripts of the 8-09-06 night session with David Thompson out of trance and Jack - a being - from the afterlife.

Jack (in the afterlife): Me Old mate. What do you want?

Victor: Somebody asked me to ask you if you play any games in the afterlife.

Jack: I’m quite partial to a game of cricket.

David: is that right mate?
Chris: I love cricket.

Mitch: They call rugby the game they play in heaven. But that’s for all sports.

David: Jack, I don’t really like sports apart from martial arts. Can I do that when I get over there?

Jack: Yes, of course you can my old mate as long as you don’t try it on me.

David: You know I wouldn’t do that.

Mitch: How’s your garden, Jack?

Jack: Bleeding lovely.

David: Hey Jack, me and you are so different mate. I don’t like cricket and I don’t like gardening.

Jack: Well we all can’t be the same, can we?

David: No I don’t suppose we can.

Victor: One question Jack.

Jack: yes

Victor: It came all the way from Russia?

Jack: What, you came all the way from Russia?

David: Don’t be silly now Jack.

Victor: The question is “do guys live with their girlfriends in the afterlife?”
Jack: Victor Zammit, me old mate, you can have whatever you like when you get over here.

Victor: Thank you so much Jack.
David: Here Jack, I reckon it was “my friend said” that type of question. 


Rosheen: Sam, what about you?


Sam: I’m shaking quite violently.

David: Why?

Sam: I don’t know.

David: Can you feel him between us? Sam. Don’t put your hand out for God’s sake. Can you feel like his presence between us?

Sam: He’s probably on this side of you.

David. Yeah he is. 
David: He’s I’ve still got the tightness in my throat
I’ve got like a real weight of my right shoulder

Sam: And Louise or someone touched my hand again.
David: Just put your hand over but don’t put it up near my face but where my straps are just to make sure the straps are still on. Yes that’s it. Don’t go beyond my arm will you. Just feel the straps are in place.


Mitch: I have another question for Jack. Are you still there Jack?
David: Yes he is, I can feel him

Mitch: Lovely Violet down in Mebourne had; She’s a lovely, lovely woman. She likes you too Jack.
Jack: Yes, and I like her

David: I bet you do.
Mitch: She had some unusual trouble with the recording equipment in both séances down there. Was this something that spirit did?
Jack: Well it was the energy in the place, me mate, you see

Mitch: Yes I just know that she feels a bit bad about that/
Jack: Tell her not to worry.

Jack: Can I ask you another question about Melbourne. I didn’t feel whether I should  ask Wiliam I don’t know why. Peter Cook.
Jack: Don’t you take no heed of him. He shouldn’t have come through. The so and so slipped through when I had my back turned. He thought that you was the old circle leader, Paul.

Wendy: So Jack are you helping William control who comes through?
Jack: Yes, Me and White Soaring Bird.

David: White Soaring Bird he’s just referred to is the doorkeeper.

Rosheen: Will he ever be able to speak to us, Jack.

Jack: Yes of course in time.


David: So I can speak to him as well Jack.  Will I be out of trance?

Jack: Yes you will?

David: Good.

David: Strange. I can feel when he talks that constriction around my face.
Wendy: is this the first time you’ve experienced this?


David. Yes. Like this it is.

Jack: And it won’t be the last.
Sam: Yes if you can imagine the sound movements that David is they are slightly angled toward this side but Jack is angled to the other side.

David: the sound to me it’s as if it comes from my right by my head 

Sam: and going across to the left, like across you towards…
David:  And it feels quite heavy on my shoulder- it must be ectoplasm or a voice box or something.

Sam: It like you’ve got an extra head on your should and he’s talking to Chris and you’re talking to me.
Mitch: Jack, to do this do you have to take more than usual ectoplasm from the other sitters?


Jack: Yes and you might have a headache tomorrow mate?
David: I won’t will I Jack>

Jack: no you won’t
