William on the Popes in the afterlife.
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Victor: Victor here, William.

William: Yes, good evening Victor my friend.

Victor: Good evening to you William. William like you I do a little bit of reading and going over the history of Christianity, goodness I see so much unfairness, there’s so much injustice done by leaders of the church especially the Popes who have done…some of them, some of them have done enormous harm to millions of people, hundreds of millions of people here on earth. 

I mean once these Popes and other leaders of the churches cross over don’t they realize they did the wrong thing? And if they do realize they have done the wrong thing, why is it they don’t come back and tell the world that they’ve done horrible things?

William: Well my friend let me tell you this, that quite often people with that level of belief whilst upon the earth vibration, retain that level of belief within the spirit dimension. Of course if an individual believes that when they leave this mortal world that they go to a place within the ground and have a perpetual sleep, then of course that is exactly what they create for themselves. 

It is only with an element of foresight on the individual’s behalf can they then start to realize that they could progress and in actual fact that they are not dead, that when that is the case my friend of course they are then reflected of the person that they once was. Then it us up to them what they do with their further development. Nobody within the world of spirit coerces, intimidates, or entices anyone into doing anything that they do not wish to do.

 It is up to the individual to decide for themselves what would be the correct course of action. Of course, there are those in the world of spirit who are able to create a vibration around someone so that they may become aware that is all we can do without stepping over the true vibration of cause and effect.

Victor: William, my concern is that if they now know once they’ve crossed over…once they know that like, I’ll just mention two things. One is the level of cause and effect. Now the Catholic Church says it has the powers to amend the law of cause and effect with this confession, that once you confess to a Catholic priest, all your sins are forgiven. Now we know that it’s not true. But we also know that it’s part of the current belief of the Catholic Church. 

The other one is in what happened in Nicea in 325 A.D. about the creed, that Jesus comes back to judge the living and the dead, and the church says that once we die we’ll remain underground until such time as Jesus comes to judge the living and the dead. Now these two fundamental beliefs are doing an enormous harm to the people today. Now, my question is: Surely these popes who lived in the past know that is not true. And why aren’t they trying to influence the modern popes today to change those beliefs?

William: My friends, I will say this that unfortunately ignorance is bliss. There are still those people within the spirit world that are within a state of perpetual sleep and quite often it is people of such as this that you have spoken. As far as I understand there is only one such person who held the position of His Holiness the Pope and this person I know works within the confines of cause and effect to prove and help to change that which they know now not to be true. But of course, one person amongst many minds is really insignificant, but of course the gentleman does try. And of course that within itself is truly worthy.
